2. Eye symbolism is an important feature of this film. Explain its significance, referring to key scenes to explain your viewpoint.


3. Look at the setting of the film.  Include aspects such as science fiction elements, the city itself, the inhabitants we see and the general impression we get of Los Angeles.  Contrast this with the setting of Tyrell’s apartment versus that of both Deckard and Sebastian.

4. Explore the idea of Deckard as hero or villain.  Is this a film about Good versus Evil or is it something more?


5. Look at the use of religious imagery within the film.


6. Explore the idea that Deckard is really a replicant himself.


7. Look at the use of nature within the film.


8. The use of light and shadow is an important part of this film.  Explore this idea, using specific scenes to support your answer.


9. It could be argued that replicants are nothing more than images of humans, a type of photographic image.  Explore the significance of memory and photographs in this film.


10. Discus the role of women in Blade Runner.


11. Choose 6 important quotations from the film and explain their significance, ensuring that you give the context for each.
