3. The idea of memories as a recurring motif occurs in both texts.  Compare and contrast its significance in each text.(10 marks)


4. The ending of both texts leave readers/viewers feeling dissatisfied.  Discuss (10 marks).


5. “There are no heroes in either of these texts – all of humanity seems lacking”.  Explain this statement making close reference to both texts. (20 marks))

6. Discuss the techniques used by both authors to de-humanise the genetically engineered characters in the two texts. (10 marks)


7. Compare the ways in which the authors of both texts use characterisation to explore similar ideas. (20 marks)


8. Compare the techniques that the authors of both texts use to explore the idea of what it means to be human? (10 marks)
