Definition: The repetition of the same vowel sound in 
a sequence of nearby words 
 
Example and Source Effect 
“Down some profound 
dull tunnel” from 
‘Strange Meeting’ by 
Wilfred Owen 

Imitates the echoing 
sounds of a cavern. 
Also accentuates the first 
word in which the 
assonance occurs ‘down’ 
and ‘dull’. 
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
