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Summary of the Workshop
The worksheets which will appear on the SAETA website are intended to be used as a guide as you work through the Individual Study experience with you students. Most worksheets are addressed to the students so you should be able to use them as such if you wish.

I use the worksheets to offer support to my students as they embark on what can be a very daunting task. I give out the worksheets in the early stages of the process and use them as a reference point as the year and the Study unfold. I find that this kind of support usually boosts the confidence of those students who are feeling uneasy, and affirms for the others that they are ‘on the right track’.

The first handout is one which I produced some time ago and with which you may already be familiar. 

Handout Two is a detailed version of the advice I intend to give to my students as the new process unfolds. This is the element of the Study on which I intend to concentrate in the workshop today.
Handout Three is a worksheet which I use to reinforce the idea of pairing and so it may be a useful model to use with the students as they pair their own texts for the Study.

There are also two text lists, one for film and one for print text, both intended as a guide only. The former is a list of films I have suggested to students, while the latter is a list of texts used in Studies over the last few years and was compiled courtesy of Jenny Storer.

There is also a list of ‘questions that work’, again ones which have been used in recent years. Of course they are also offered as a guide only because the question you develop with each of your students will, of necessity, will be tailored for them and their unique Study. Some points to consider when working with the students individually follow:
· Avoid using exam questions - they have been developed for a different assessment purpose
· Keep the question manageable

· Discuss with the student where their Study has taken them. Use this discussion to frame a question – work with it through the first couple of drafts - refine both the question and the essay in the process.
· You know your students best so guide them into developing a question which suits their ability and the texts they have chosen. 

When I give the students the package, I also include the Learning Outcomes, Criteria for Judging Performance, and the Performance Standards all taken from the SSABSA website.
