· Who was your audience and how did this influence your final product?

· What was the purpose of your production and how did this influence the look and language of your final product?

· Where would your product be seen? (context)

· Structure of your production – why? (link back to audience and purpose)

· Language used in your production – why did you use that particular type of language? (give some examples of words specific to your style eg. technical

· Consider the style of your production – why did you select that font, those images, that colour?

· Success or otherwise of your production.
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
