	Introduction

It is a good idea to deal with each oral individually then draw the information together in the conclusion. You need to introduce the oral mode. The types of orals you elected to present.

	Overview

Outline the conventions: form layout and structure, in general, of the type of form you produced. Research elements – what did you look at when planning your product, what models were used? 

	Purpose

What the oral used for, was it intended to inform, entertain, inform, persuade, instructional? What themes and issue did you intend to explore in the Oral – did these change the way it was presented?

	Audience 

Be clear of who this form of communication is for. Describe them – what do they like, need? How did this affect you presentation?


	Context 

Under what conditions was the oral produced – how did this influence the presentation?

	Structure

How did you organise you oral? What elements did you include in your presentation (Power Point, film, video, graphics). How did one idea link to another and why? How was the key subject represented? How did this influence the overall presentation? You will need to be able to explain why.

	Language
What sort of language was used? How did it fit your audience? Was it biased? Was it attempting to persuade? What sort of tone was being created, authoritative, neutral, passionate? Providing examples here will help


	Style 

How did you present your oral? What overall impression were you attempting to create? How did you create it? Did  you achieve the impression you were trying to create? 

	Evaluation

Consider how effective your form of communication is
