Assessment Component 4: Application: Multimedia Web Authoring

The following exemplar has been developed to demonstrate one of the ways the application can be used or presented in the classroom.

Rationale

The following application is designed for a mixed ability group of 21 students at a co-educational, independent school.  There are 5 boys and 16 girls in the class. 9 students are boarders. Many students plan to attend university and are highly motivated to succeed. Other students, however, have no clear ideas about their future and may enter employment on completing their formal schooling. Most are enthusiastic about this task as it allows them the opportunity to investigate something in which they are interested.  Their skill level in web page authoring varies.  Some students have a high level of skill, whereas others have not attempted such a task before.

Task

Construct a website on a topic of your choice.  The website should consist of 5-10 screens with substantial text.

Your website must incorporate the following three elements:

· written information

· hyperlink

· visual design.
And two of the following additional elements:

· sound

· photo editing

· video editing

· animation.
Process

In a journal, keep a record of each step you take as you plan and construct your website.

1. Choose a topic that interests you.

2. Brainstorm the topic – explore all the avenues you could investigate as you explore this topic.

3. Undertake research into the areas you have identified in Step 2.  Keep notes of information, photos, ideas etc which may be used in your website.

4. Draw up a plan or chart of your proposed website, indicating hotlinks between various pages.

5. Decide on elements of design, i.e. colour, fonts, graphics, sound, etc.  Keep in mind that visual and aural communication should be clear and effective.

6. Construct the website.

7. When composing the written text, make sure that you pay careful attention to your written expression (e.g. spelling, punctuation, grammar, syntax, layout, and appropriate vocabulary.

Assessment

You will need to submit the following for assessment:

· a CD Rom containing the website or a website address at which the site can be located (must be able to be operated through generally available browsers, i.e. Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator);

· hard copy and logic map of the site;

· your journal which documents the process undertaken.  It may include images, sounds, storyboards, annotated drafts, evidence of the conception and development of ideas, schedules, records of decisions, diagrams and details of the resources used.  This is to be verified by the teacher;

· oral presentation (4-6 minutes) in which you reflect on the process of constructing the site.

Criteria for judging performance of the Website

The student’s performance in application will be judged by the extent to which he or she demonstrates:

understanding

· How well does the student recognise the conventions, structures, and features of the chosen form of expression or communication?

· To what extent does the student demonstrate an understanding of how the conventions of a particular form of expression or communication shape texts or the communication process?

application

· How effectively does the student apply skills in producing an example of a chosen form of expression or communication?

· How effectively does the student engage in a process that requires participation in a form of expression or communication?

· How imaginative and original are the texts produced by the student?

· How versatile is the student in producing texts for different contexts, audiences, and purposes? 

evaluation

· To what extent does the student evaluate how effectively he or she applied the conventions of the chosen form of expression or communication? 

communication

· How accurate and fluent is the student’s expression?

· How appropriate are the student’s form and register for the audience and purpose?
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
