Writing for Publication
In the oral presentation (maximum of 6 minutes) students should reflect on their purpose or intentions in writing the piece, and the processes they used in its production. Students should provide evidence of the development of their pieces of writing. Students will also use the oral mode to reflect on the process of developing their writing to publication standard.
1. Introduction to oral – purpose or intentions. 
What did you decide to produce? How did you go about the decision process? What ideas did you reject? What did you want to achieve with this piece?

2. Process of Writing for Publication 

What processes did you use?
Mention brainstorming, planning, researching, interviewing, surveying, checking, organising, visiting people.

What did you find out about the conventions, structures and features of writing for publication?
How do these conventions shape your writing? This is where you will talk about form, titles, introductions, font, colour, visuals, graphics, style, language, imagery, structure, boxes of information, tone, conclusions, use of experts etc.
Who is your audience? What age group, gender, socio-economic background? What does this audience need, want or understand?
What assumptions can you make about the values, ideas, understandings and culture of your audience? (social context)
How did you make your piece imaginative and original?

3. Evidence of development – show journal
4. Process of developing writing to publication standard
What processes did you go through to get to publication standard – drafts etc
How effectively have you applied the conventions of your chosen writing for publication? (Your own evaluation – this can be your conclusion!)
