MULTIMEDIA WEB AUTHORING

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

Website  (on CD-ROM or at a website address)

· Evidence of original written information, hyperlinks and visual design.

· 5-10 screens.

· Evidence of at least two of the following elements: sound, photo editing, video editing, animation.

· Other elements of good websites:

a clear menu bar on home page

seamless navigation

keep pages small so that minimal scrolling is required

use consistent format across all screens (headings, fonts)

keep pages uncluttered and easy to read

use images and sound that are appropriate to the content

make sure images are fast loading

reference other people's material.

· Logic map

· Evidence of the development of the website (ideas, storyboard, annotated drafts, record of decisions, diagrams)

· Statement of resources/equipment available to you.

Oral Reflection

(up to 6 minutes)

· What is the purpose of the website?

· Who is the website designed for?

· How does the website reflect your audience?

· How did you decide on the screens?

· What idea/mood/values did you want your website to reflect?

· Describe the way language is used on the website.

· How do the visuals, text and sound combine?

· What difficulties did you encounter and how were these overcome?
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INVESTIGATING

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

Investigative News Report
(up to 1000 words)     

· Interesting/captivating title.

· Topic is introduced/established clearly.

· Formal language.

· Information has been selected and organised in a logical way.

· Topic is approached from various points of view (eg personal anecdotes, professional opinions/comments, statistical information, opposing opinions/comments, research findings)

· Evidence of primary sources of information.

· Evidence of secondary sources of information.

· Appropriate visual elements (eg photos, graphs, tables, cartoons, illustrations)

Oral Reflection

(up to 6 minutes)

· Explain your topic.

· How did you gain your information?

· Describe the different sources from which your information was collected.

· What different language skills did you use while collecting your information?

· Where is your investigative news report meant to appear?

· Who is the intended audience?

· What are the features of investigative news reports that you had to reproduce?

· Did you encounter any difficulties during the process? If so, how did you resolve them?

FILM MAKING

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

Film 
(up to 4 minutes)     

· Present film on DVD or other format on which it can be viewed. Film must have evidence of some or all the following elements:

storyboard and scripting

design

shooting schedule

budgeting

lighting and colour

characterisation

special effects

different camera shots

soundtrack

editing

cutting, fading, dissolving

graphics

opening and closing credits

· Supporting materials produced during the making of the film. These could include:

storyboard

annotated script

notes on the development of the idea

schedules 

ideas/comments about how the film was directed

· Statement of the resources/equipment available to you.

Oral Reflection

(up to 6 minutes)

· What form is your film? (eg narrative, documentary, musical video clip, experimental, children's film)

· What idea/concept did you want to convey?

· How does your film reflect this idea/concept.

· How did you develop the shooting script for the film?

· Describe some of the directing decisions you had to make.

· Did you import any materials (eg visuals, sound) and where did they come from.

· Did you use the help of other people to produce your film, if so who?

· Did you encounter any difficulties during the process? If so, how did you resolve them?
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LANGUAGE

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

Written Report
(up to 1000 words)     

· Clearly defined language focus/topic.

· Evidence of research on topic.

· Research has been comprehensive and broad.

· Formal language.

· Information has been selected and organised in a logical way.

· if included, tables, graphs, etc have been used appropriately.

· Conclusion draws together the outcomes or what you have learnt about language.

Oral Reflection

(up to 6 minutes)

· Explain your focus/topic.

· Why did you choose this focus/topic?

· What research did you undertake?

· How was the research arranged and achieved?

· What different language skills did you use while collecting your information.

· Did you encounter any difficulties during the process? If so, how did you resolve them?
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INTERACTING

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

Written Report
(up to 1000 words)     

· Clearly defined focus/topic/aims.
· Record of interaction which could include interviews, lessons, meetings, etc.

· An analysis of what occurred in each interaction.

· Summary of findings/conclusion.

Oral Reflection

(up to 6 minutes)

· Explain your focus/topic/aim.
· What types of different interactions took place?

· Comment on the effectiveness of the language of the interaction(s).

· How is language normally used in this context?

· What different language skills did you use?

· What factors affected the overall quality of the interaction.

· Did you encounter any difficulties during the process? If so, how did you resolve them?

· Suggestions to improve future interactions of this kind.
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ORAL LANGUAGE

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

One or two Oral Presentations 
(total time up to 10 minutes)     

· One or two oral presentations chosen from one or two of the categories as set in the curriculum statement. Audience, intention, style, tone and mode need to be identified.
· Evidence of presentation/s (eg, cue cards, recordings, notes, and transcripts).

· List/evidence of any resources used during the presentation/s (eg PowerPoint presentations, slides, music, props, handouts, books, posters, other equipment).

Written Reflection

(up to 800 words)

· Describe the two presentations and the situations in which they were performed.

· How were the two presentations different?

· Who was the audience for each presentation?

· What oral and communication skills were required for each presentation?

· Did you encounter any difficulties during the process? If so, how did you resolve them?

· What did you learn about effective oral communication?
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WORKPLACE WRITING

Below is a guide for what should be completed for the two components of your Application topic.

Folio of Workplace Writing 
 (at least 6 pieces, up to 1000 words)     

· At least 6 pieces of writing that comply with the list provided in the curriculum statement.

· Evidence of the development of the different types of writing.

· Appropriate use of visuals elements.

· A mix of longer and shorter pieces of writing.

· A statement of the resources available to you (including software).

Oral Reflection

(up to 6 minutes)

· Describe the workplace for which you are writing.

· What were the pieces of writing you completed?

· Who is the intended audience?

· What language skills did you use to produce the different types of writing?

· What did you learn about the different types of writing you produced for the folio?

· What elements of design, if any, did you have to consider?

· Did you encounter any difficulties during the process? If so, how did you resolve them?
