Application 2: Digital Storytelling

Task:

Your task will be to create a digital story on an area of your own interest. The film may be in a genre of your choosing, for example:
· Documentary
· Narrative/drama
· Biography/ autobiography
· Experimental
· Music clip
1. Develop your concept or “pitch” and present for feedback at a class meeting.
1. Using the storyboard provided, develop a script to support and enhance your visual narrative

2. Once you have completed your storyboard and checked it with me, you should import your photos into photostory 3. These photos should first be resized using photo-editing software.
3. Determine the order of your photos and add relevant text or title to each slide as desired.
4. When you are satisfied with the order and presentation of your images, you can narrate your script. The Audacity program will be used here.

5. Select/ create a music track as background and import it into Audacity. Remember that music choice is governed by copyright provisions
6. Finally, narration (your voice) and music track should be imported into photostory 3.

You will receive more detailed instructions and assistance involving the use of the photostory and Audacity programs at each stage of your story.

Assessment criteria

1. Film is clearly structured incorporating the conventions and of the genre. They should include all or most of the following:
· Storyboard and scripting

·  Evidence of design

· Lighting and colour

· Characterisation and special effects

· Length and type of shot

· Soundtrack, sound effects and music

· Editing

· Cutting fading and dissolving

· Graphics and titles

2. Selected images are sequential and work to complement and enhance the power of the spoken word to communicate purpose to audience

3. Background music track is appropriate to content and theme of Presentation

4. Final product  to be submitted with:
· Pitch and or evidence of development of ideas

· Storyboard and script

· Record of editorial decisions

· Record of design decisions

· All drafts
