Film Techniques

· Camera Use – camera shots such as panoramas vs close-ups, camera angles, framing, sequencing

· Music & Sound Effects – how do they add emotional weight to the story?

· Allusions to other texts – such as the work of Nietzsche and Proust

· Use of Motifs/Repeated Images and Symbols – VW image, desert landscape and roadside cafes/petrol stations

· Narrative structure

· Opening & closing sequences – their effect on the audience

· Costuming 
· Characterisation

Contemporary references – to U.S. politics, nursing homes, beauty contests

Humorous Techniques – consider the following:

1. Satire – aspects of life, the nature of society and human behaviour and attributes are sent up and made to look ridiculous, often by presenting them in a seemingly serious tone.

2. Caricatures of human types or stereotypes are presented – where their features are exaggerated so we can see how ridiculous they are. 

3. Irony – where the reader or viewer knows more than the character who is speaking or acting in ignorance; situational irony.

4. Tone – humorous or ironic or satirical, or a mismatch between the tone and the content eg ridiculous ideas are presented perfectly seriously.

5. Reflects our human lives and experiences so that we can relate to it easily – similar things may have happened to us.

6. Ridiculousness of the situation portrayed – unexpected, impossible, silly etc.

7. Irrelevance to the plot – breaks reader’s or viewer’s expectations.

8. We are given an alternative viewpoint on something we take for granted or assume everyone regards in the same way, so that it goes against our expectations and assumptions about the world.

9. Taboos are broken through the unexpected use of swear words or reference to bodily functions.

10. Contradictory images are juxtaposed (placed together), heightening the ridiculousness or irony of the situation.

11. A running joke is used so that each time we view it we laugh once more and are reminded of previous uses of the joke.

12. Specific film techniques such as camera angles, framing, editing, music, sound effects, characters’ intonation and timing of lines, slapstick or setting are used to accentuate humour.

Aspects of American Society being satirised: 

the self-help movement,
