Choose one of the following topics and prepare an oral presentation of up to 6 minutes.
1. Your presentation is entitled ‘Theatre should do more than merely entertain – it should challenge and confront us.’
2. Imagine you are the director, Geordie Brookman, explaining to at least two actors how you wish them to interpret their characters. You may wish to reflect upon your own ideas when explaining to the actors how they should interpret their characters.

3. The set designer, Morag Cook, for Ruby Moon has been invited on the radio show, Arts Today to discuss the ideas behind the various elements of the play’s design and how these reflect the themes of the play. Write and present the dialogue that takes place between the interviewer and Morag Cook.
4. Imagine two people attend the play Ruby Moon. Their experience of the play is quite different. Deliver the dialogue between the two people immediately after the play while they have coffee. It is important that the discussion revolves around the play and the reasons for their differing opinions.
5. Imagine you are talking to a friend about your response to the performance of Ruby Moon. Explain the ways the play challenged or reflected your own ideas, experiences and beliefs, and how this affected your response to it. Your dialogue should dominate the conversation.
